India 1856 4 annas used from Bombay to Ireland in 1860,
endorsed “Via Southampton,” addressed to Dublin and
received there on 13 April, forwarded from there to Inniskillin
the same day, with Great Britain “Penny Red” applied and tied
at Dublin. Received at Inniskillin the next day.

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22 July 1856 — from Poodoovoil (Chingleput, Madras Circle) to Londonderry,
with uncommon boxed datestamp (note mauscript date) and with London

(September 4), Dublin (Sept. 5) and Derry (Sept. 5 as well) receivers.

Uncommon town of origin for Ireland mail.
