TRAVELLING POSTAL CLERK = CONVOYEUR

IN 1851, THE ADMINISTRATION CONDUCTED AN EXPERIMENT —
HAVING A CLERK RIDE IN A 2"° CLASS PASSENGER CAR TO RECEIVE LETTERS
(AND SELL STAMPS).

IT WAS DISCONTINUED AFTER A YEAR AND A HALF

SERVICE INTERMEDIATE -BETWEEN ENDS OF THE LINE
1852 - 53
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MONTPELLIER - CETTE
1853 — 1868

AFTER FAILURE OF THE FIRST EXPERIMENT,
A SECOND WAS ESTABLISHED ON THIS LINE,
WITH THE CLERK ASSIGNED TO THE FIRST CLASS PASSENGER CAR.
THERE WERE FOUR ROUND TRIPS DAILY
THERE ARE MANY VARIETIES OF THE MARKINGS ON THE FRONT OF THE LETTERS.

CONVOYEUR SERVICE BECAME POPULAR AND WAS EXPANDED THROUGHOUT FRANCE.
DR. CHASE CATALOGED 267 LINES IN SERVICE BY 1876
THERE WERE 72 TOWNS ON THE LINE FROM LYON TO PARIS ALONE, SO
THE NUMBER OF POSSIBILITIES IS OVER 1000

THE UNDULATING RING CACHET HAS THE TOWN NAME AT TOP AND THE ABBREVIATED
NAME OF THE LINE IN THE MIDDLE. SINCE IT WAS SUPPOSED TO BE STRUCK ON THE
LETTER AWAY FROM THE STAMPS, IT MEANS COLLECTING COVERS LIKE THESE *
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PARIS RAILROAD STATIONS
