Otto Z. Sellinger was born in September of 1929 
in Zagreb, Yugoslavia, modern day capital of 
Croatia. As a young boy with his first classeur 
style album, Otto began collecting stamps 
given to him by his father who saved them from 
letters & cards of business correspondence. 
Upon leaving Zagreb, Otto and his family lived in 
Milan then Rome where he attended the Lycée 
Chateaubriand de Rome. While a student there, 
he continued his interest in collecting stamps. 
Otto emigrated with his parents in 1950 from 
Italy to the United States. In 1954, he graduated 
with a bachelor’s degree in quantitative biology 
at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology in 
Cambridge, Massachusetts. He then attended 
Tulane University in New Orleans, Louisiana, 
receiving a Ph.D. in biochemistry in 1958. With 
mutual interest in philately, a fellow graduate 
student from Holland gave Otto a portion of his 
collection that included stamps from Belgium. 
Following his graduation, Otto received a

postdoctoral National Institute of Health (NIH) 
fellowship from 1958 to 1959 in Louvain, 
Belgium, with C. de Duve, Nobel Laureate 1974. 
While in Belgium, he purchased another album 
to continue his Belgian stamp collecting. After 
completing his year in Louvain, he received a 
second postdoctoral NIH fellowship from 1959 
to 1960 in Rome with E. B. Chain, Nobel Laureate 
1945. In 1960, Otto returned to the United States 
as an assistant professor of biochemistry at 
Tulane University.

In 1964, Otto spent a year as a Fulbright Visiting 
Research Professor at the School of Medicine in 
Montevideo, Uruguay where he did not find any 
Belgian stamps to add to his collection! He then 
became an associate research pharmacologist 
in 1965 at the Mental Health Research Institute 
at the University of Michigan, in Ann Arbor, 
Michigan, rising to the rank of research scientist in 
1969. Otto was a UNESCO lecturer in Venezuela

and was awarded a Fogarty International Health 
Scientist Award to spend a sabbatical year in 
Lyon, France in 1982. While there, he would 
attend weekly philatelic gatherings in Lyon in 
pursuit of stamps and covers from Belgium. In 
the late 1970’s, Otto continued acquiring Belgian 
stamps more earnestly and became member of 
the local Ann Arbor stamp club. In addition, Otto 
joined the American Philatelic Society in 1981. 
At this time, he collected King Leopold I and 
King Leopold II stamps up to the year 1912. In 
particular, he collected Belgian philatelic material 
focusing on registration, cancellation and their 
geographic routing.

In 1995, Otto retired from the University of 
Michigan, and was saluted by the Regents of the 
university as a distinguished Research Scientist, 
Emeritus. Otto made many contributions to 
the field of neurochemistry studying cellular 
metabolism in relation to epilepsy, the isolation 
of neuronal and glial cells and the relationship 
between cellular changes and aging. He 
was a member of the American Society for 
Neurochemistry and the International Society of 
Neurochemistry. In many respects, the following 
time period is marked by Otto’s second career 
as a Belgian philatelist. From 1997 until 2017, 
he was the Vice President of the American 
Belgian Philatelic Society often contributing 
to its quarterly publication, the Belgiophile 
Journal. By invitation, Otto became a member 
of the Belgian Academy of Philately in 1998. 
Annually, he attended local stamp meetings and 
exhibitions in the United States as well as many 
in Europe. Otto’s collection of Belgian philatelic 
material is exceptional in its width and breadth of 
items dated between the mid 1800’s to the early 
1900’s. From individual stamps he expanded his 
study to covers, their stamps and cancellations. 
Otto shifted the focus of his collection from King 
Leopold I epaulettes, medallions, and the profile 
issue 1865-1866 to that of King Leopold II up to 
the year 1905 with emphasis on registered mail. 
His notable collection has been exhibited for the 
benefit of philately in both the United States and 
Europe. In addition, he has published lengthy 
research articles for the philatelic community. 
In 2009, as an invited exhibitor, Otto traveled 
to Monte Carlo, Monaco to present a selection 
of classic Belgian covers at the MonacoPhil 
exhibition, devoted that year to the philately of 
Belgium.

On a personal note, Otto has been married to 
Myriam Aróstegui Reál originally from Managua, 
Nicaragua for over sixty-two years. They have 
fours sons and eight grandchildren.

2.2 DAVID FELDMAN S.A. has full discretion to refuse any bidding, to 
divide any lot or lots, to combine any two or more lots and to withdraw 
any lot or lots from the sale without in any case giving any reason. DA-

4.1 Extent of the guarantee: subject to paragraph 4.3 below, the authen-
ticity of all philatelic items sold in the auction is guaranteed for a period 
of 30 days from the auction date, with the express exclusion of any other 
fault(s). Any reclamation regarding authenticity must come to the notice 
of DAVID FELDMAN S.A. on the delivery of the lots but at the latest within 
30 days from that date. Before delivery, which may take place after the 
30 days period, the lots purchased may be examined at the Geneva 
offices of DAVID FELDMAN S.A. The buyer whose reclamation is made 
after 30 days from the auction date loses all rights to the guarantee.

In the 
case of such reclamation, DAVID FELDMAN S.A. reserves the right to 
request, at its own discretion, one or more further expertise(s). All exper-
tise and relative charges accrue to the vendor's account in the case of a 
justified claim, or to the buyer's account if the claim is not justified. In the 
case of a justified claim, the lot is taken back and the knock-down price 
plus the commission are refunded to the buyer. In the case of delayed 
payment due to expertise agreed by David Feldman S.A., interest is 
charged at 50% of the standard rate for all cleared lots.
