1881-1902. Second De La Rue Issue.

From January 1881 De La Rue had changed the colour of the 10pa reddish lilac
and produced an example in claret. The two 10pa values were used concurrently and the new colour
change, despite Ballan, Zeheri and Stanley Glbbons catalogue listings; really belongs with the previous issue.

In 1881 the new Director General of Posts, W.F.Halton Pasha specified that the 10 para value
be Issued In grey, no reason being given.

From 1884 the colours of the stamps issued were changed
to correspond with the optional UPU regulations as the 1879 previously issued set did not
International Printed Matter stamps were to be green-10 para.
International Postal Card rate was to be red-20pa.
International Letter rate was to be blue-1pl.

The Issue was printed by De La Rue using the typographlc process on ordinary paper.
Later Issues from 1902 appearing on the DLR chalky paper.
