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Historical Irish Political and Literary Autograph Collection - 1813-1873 A leather-bound book
containing a vast collection of signatures from famous and lesser-known figures connected to Sir
Charles Gavan Duffy (1816-1903), Irish nationalist, journalist, and later Premier of Victoria, Australia.
Highlights include Daniel O’Connell on a 1d Mulready front, as well as John Newman, John Ruskin
(1819-1900), Thomas Davis (1814-1845), Victor Hugo (1802-1885), Charles Stewart Parnell (1846-
1891), Thomas Moore (1779-1852), and William Smith O’Brien (1803-1864). An extremely rare and
historically important assembly, bridging Irish nationalism, literature, and 19th-century international
intellectual and political networks.

Sir Charles Gavan Duffy (1816-1903) was an Irish nationalist, journalist, and later Australian statesman.
Born in Monaghan, he co-founded The Nation newspaper in 1842, becoming a leading voice of the
Young Ireland movement, which sought Irish self-government and land reform. Elected MP for New
Ross in 1852, he championed tenant rights but emigrated to Australiain 1855 after political frustration.
There, he entered Victorian politics, serving as Premier of Victoria (1871-72) and was later knighted.
Duffy’s life linked Irish nationalism with Australian reform, and his writings remain influential in both
Irish and colonial political history.

More details of the important signatories, including Daniel O’Connell on a 1d Mulready front, John
Newman, John Ruskin (1819-1900) was a highly influential English art critic, writer, social thinker,
and philanthropist, Thomas Davis (1814-1845) was an influential Irish nationalist, writer, and political
activist, best known as a founder of the Young Ireland movement, Victor Hugo (1802-1885) was a
towering French poet, novelist, playwright, and political thinker, considered one of the greatest writers
of the 19th century, Charles Stewart Parnell (1846-1891) was an influential Irish nationalist political
leader and one of the most prominent figures in 19th-century Ireland, Thomas Moore (1779-1852)
was a renowned Irish poet, singer, and songwriter, often celebrated as Ireland’s national bard, William
Smith O’Brien (1803-1864) was a prominent Irish nationalist and political leader, best known for his
role in the Young Ireland movement and the 1848 Rebellion. William Smith O’Brien (Irish: Liam Mac
Gabhann O Briain; 17 October 1803 - 18 June 1864) was an Irish republican who, in the course of
Ireland’s Great Famine, had been converted to the cause of national independence while sitting as a
unionist member of the United Kingdom Parliament.

1.1 Lots are offered for sale based on their presentation in the catalogue
and/or on the website: Lots are described with the utmost care but
without engaging the responsibility of DAVID FELDMAN S.A. Photographs
form an integral part of the descriptions.

1.2 There is no responsibility as to the condition of lots with a value of
less than CHF 1’500 or its equivalent in other currencies. The catalogue
may mention damage to the lots sold but does not draw up an exhaustive
list. Bidders may consult the lot condition report, where available, either
on the Internet or on request. Lots marked with a square next to the lot
number are subject to federal control of precious metals (CMP), whose
report is available on request.

1.3 DAVID FELDMAN SA organises one or more lot presentation days at
a location in the Canton of Geneva or elsewhere, prior to the sale, where
buyers or their agents may examine all lots at the times indicated in the
sale catalogue or on our website.

1.4 Buyers have had the opportunity to examine the lots prior to the sale
and are deemed to have examined all the lots purchased and to accept
them in the condition in which they are found at the time of the auction,
irrespective of the description given in the catalogue. This description is
given as an opinion only and does not constitute any guarantee as to the
authenticity of the items sold. Except in the case of a prior agreement
with David Feldman SA, no claims will be accepted; lots are sold as is.

2. Auction bids

2.1 Each bid must be higher than the previous bid according to at least
the following scale: (the currency may change depending on the auction).

2.3 Double bids are notified immediately, and the bidding process is
restarted; if no higher bid is made, the auction is decided by a draw;
for equivalent bids from bidders present and absent, priority is given to
the written bidder or to the bidder personally present in the case of a
telephone bid.

2.4 The hammer price may, exceptionally, be reduced to the lowest
winning bid if it is established that the same bidder has inadvertently
increased the price by using more than one bidding method.

3.10 Appraisal or counter-appraisal in the context of the sale of
philatelic items only: DAVID FELDMAN S.A. may attach an appraisal to
the description of philatelic items, the report of which forms an integral
part of the description of the lots, which may be obtained on request.
When the authenticity of a lot of philatelic objects is contested, the
buyer must produce a certificate of expertise or counter-expertise from
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a qualified expert justifying his/her claim, within 30 days of the date of
the auction. If the recognised expert, who assumes all responsibility in
the event of error, deems that the item has been falsified, s/he may mark
it accordingly; the signs “FAKE” or “FORGED” do not then constitute an
alteration to the batch of philatelic items.
